U The 2015 - 2016 preliminary budget includes
approximately $46.9 million in appropriations for the
tax supported funds. This represents

approximately13% of the total appropriations for Fiscal
year 2016.

0 Of the $46.9 million in appropriations for the tax

supported funds, approximately $23 million or 49% of the
revenue is generated from property taxes.
